We will register and tech your car when you
arrive during scheduled registration times.

SAFETY: You must wear an approved helmet (DOT or Snell 95 or better) in order to compete. Some loaner helmets are available, but are in
short supply. Shoes are also required (no sandals, open toes shoes). Your car MUST be equipped with seatbelts and be in good working order
(brakes, tires, etc.). No studded or temporary use tires. No loose objects in the car. No loose bungee corded batteries-solid mount only.

ALSO: Noise restrictions are also in place for this event, set at 92db @ 50 ft.

Directions: Go to the Oregon State Fairgrounds in Salem. From I-5 N or S,
take Market St. Exit, travel Weston Market, take a right on 17th St., take a
right on Fairgrounds Road, and a left ¥4 mile down into the Fairgrounds lot
marked “WMC Autocross”.

Please drive at a reasonable speed when entering and exiting the event site, to ensure that we can continue to
use this site.
